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Population:

11 states; 9 million people, including 3.5 million slaves

23 states; 22 million people

Armies:

· 600,000 to 1,500,000 total (statistics--burned)

· African Americans: not until it was too late (3/65)

· 2,128,948 total

· African Americans: 178,895 (134,111 from slave states)

Navies:

· no real navy, only a few cruisers

· relied on privateers to run the Union blockade

· 42 ships in 1861; 671 ships in 1864

· 84,415 sailors; 2,900 black sailors

Advantages:

· Skilled with guns because of rural way of life

· Outstanding Generals

· Strong Military Tradition

· Strong Motivation--to preserve way of life

· Home Field Advantage

· Cotton to exchange for war materials from Europe

· Superior leadership of Lincoln

· Larger Population (for soldiers & factory workers)

· Superior Military Power

· Industrial Power (100,000+ factories)

· More money ($189 million in bank deposits)

· 70% more railroads --> better transportation

· Large navy --> could cut off South’s trade

· More raw materials (to produce war goods)

Disadvantages:

· Autocratic leadership of J. Davis

· States unwilling to yield power to Confederacy

· Few Factories (only 20,000)

· Fewer Men (for factories and army)

· Less Money (had trouble collecting taxes from states)
· Inflation (paper currency not backed up by gold!)
· Weak motivation (not fighting for a cause--at first)
· Unaggressive generals (especially McClellan!)

· Far from home base

( difficult communications, long supply lines

· Vast land to conquer and hold

· Vast Enemy Coastline to blockade (3,500 miles)

Strategy:

 1. Mainly defensive

 2. Capture Washington, the Union capital

 3. Seize central Pennsylvania

 4. Divide Northeast and Northwest

 5. Break the Blockade!

1. Capture Richmond, the Confederate capital

2. Split the Confederacy by gaining control of the Mississippi River

3. Blockade the South--cut off its European supply lines
